Need to set up a special task force for protection of archaeological sites and historical
monuments of Manipur

SHRI MAHARAJA SANAJAOBA LEISHEMBA (Manipur): Sir, Manipur State
Archaeology established in 1978 has devoted to preservation, protection,
maintenance and conservation of monuments and sites. It has also conducted
various exploration and excavation ventures, documentation, registration of
antiquities, etc., and creating awareness among the general public by publishing
books, brochures, organizing seminars, workshops, etc., on archaeological theme.

At present, there are 63 protected archaeological sites and historical
monuments all over Manipur under the Manipur Ancient and Historical Monuments
and Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1976. However, some of these protected
monuments/sites are located at international border or State border area, namely
inscribed stones of Maharaja Chandrakriti of Behiang, Churachandpur, Megaliths at
Mao, etc, and interior parts of State.

Need for giving Classical Music status to Odishi music

SHRI PRASHANTA NANDA (Odisha): Mr. Chairman, Sir, historical evidences
suggest that in Odisha music and dance were being seriously pursued under royal
patronage right from 2" Century B.C. and by around 10" Century A.D. Odissi music
had crystallized into a distinctive classical form. The treatises unmistakably point to
the fact that Odissi is one among the few schools of classical music, it has a
distinctive system of Raga and Taala and a characteristic style of rendition that is
lyrical in its movement with wave like ornamentations.

The tradition always has two components - written and oral. Of the many
treatises written on the distinctive tradition of music, the bulk were written between
16™ and 18" Centuries.

Need to amend Section 54 of the Limitation Act, 1963 regarding registration of sale
agreements

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI (Andhra Pradesh): Hon. Chairman, Sir, this
is for the kind consideration of the hon. Minister for Law. Through you, | would like to
bring to his kind notice that some of the people belonging to minority communities,
retired employees, senior citizens, and others are sometimes forced to sell their
properties with the intent to encash their assets and fulfill their day-to-day needs.
But, unfortunately, when they sell their properties, many of the purchases enter into
the Sale Agreement with the sellers by giving them petty amounts as a part of
consideration.  And, after entering into agreement, they do not perform the
agreements for years together. Consequently, the sellers fail to fulfil their life desires.
The reason is that purchasers intentionally delay executing the agreements entered
between them due to hike in prices by filing suits in the court and thus delaying the
matters. Consequently, the sellers are not getting the consideration amount within
the time decided by them.

There are some occasions where purchasers went to court and filed a suit
even after a delay of 25 years and 40 years. It is an appropriate place to submit— |
am giving two citations -- that in 2002, in the case of Raj Narain Sarin Vs. Laxmi Devi
and others, a suit was filed in the Supreme Court 40 years after the execution of the
sale deed. That is the pity, Sir. Similarly, in the case of Urvashiben Vs. Krishnakant
Manuprasad Trivedi, which was reported in AMLJ | SC, 2019, a suit was filed 25 years
after the sale deed was executed. That is the pity, Sir.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Boseji, you have to conclude now.

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI: It is an appropriate place to submit that the
reason for delay is due to the Second Limb/part of Section 54 of the Limitation Act,
1963. The Second Limb of Section 54 of the Limitation Act of 1963 does not
prescribe any limitation for filing the suit for specific performance of contract. So,
taking advantage of the same, the purchasers are delaying execution of contracts.
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MR. CHAIRMAN: Right.

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The recent case of Rashmi Samant, a young student from Karnataka, Udupi
area, is a classic case in point. She is a bright student from Karnataka. She
persevered and overcame all the challenges to become the first Indian women
President of the Oxford Students’ Union. What was the treatment meted out to
her? Shouldn’t have this diversity been celebrated? Instead of that, she was cyber
bullied to the point that she had to resign. Even the Hindu religious beliefs of her
parents were publicly attacked by a faculty member and that also went unpunished.
Sir, if this happens at an institute like Oxford, what is the kind of message that goes
out to the world?

The second instance is the widely publicised interview of Meghan Markle, one
of the erstwhile members of the royal family of the UK. A behaviour of a society is
actually a reflection of its beliefs and value systems. If such practices of racial
discrimination are followed at the highest level in a society, what would be the
following at the lower level?

These two instances are not isolated instances. The treatment of migrants
and their segregation in the UK on racial basis is very well known all over the world.
There is a recent report, by Public Health England, which reported that the death rate
among the people of Asian origins because of Covid-19 is higher than the death rates
in other communites in the U.K. Doesn’t this raise a major question about the
equitable access to health and indeed about basic human rights? Sir, we are a
country with a large diaspora in the U.K. This is a natural concern for all of us. The
era of colonialism is over but the mindset seems to be still persisting. This is where
the U.K. has to change. If it wants our respect, it has to change. Through your kind
office, Sir, | request the hon. External Affairs Minister to take up this matter with the
U.K. Government. ...(Interruptions)...

Need to criminalise marital rape
SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN (I\/Iaharashtra): Thank you, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity to raise a very important issue before this House, that is, the need to

criminalize marital rape.

Sir, since decades now, there have been demands from several quarters,
several women's organizations, groups asking that marital rape has to be made a
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criminal offence. After the lockdown, especially, we have seen that these instances
have increased, and, in fact, the seriousness also amplified to a great extent.

Sir, | feel proud as a woman of this country that after we have been a signatory
to the CEDAW, which seeks to eliminate any form of violence against women, we, as
a country, have been a front-runner in the whole world to make certain legislations to
protect women. We passed the Domestic Violence Act, we passed the Sexual
Harassment at Work Place Act, the POCSO Act and several others. Sir, even after
the unfortunate Delhi gang rape, we saw that the Government proactively set up a
Committee in the form of Justice Verma Committee which came up with
recommendations to see what amendments need to be made in the law to give
protection to the women, and, as a consequence, we passed the Criminal Law
Amendment Act in 2013 whereby we widened the definition of rape.

Sir, with such a positive approach towards women why then are we not
treating marital rape as an offence? Sir, apart from demands from several quarters,
the CEDAW also in 2013 has expressly recommended that the Indian Government
should criminalize marital rape. Back home, the Justice Verma Committee
recommended the same. Sir, more than hundred countries in the world have made
marital rape an offence and we fall only amongst the 36 countries which have not.

Sir, | wish to submit that the Government's argument on several platforms is
that criminalizing marital rape destabilizes the institution of marriage or would be a tool
for the wives to harass their husbands. Sir, this argument is absolutely not palatable.
Sir, when a husband beats his wife or subjects her to mental or physical cruelty, it is
an offence. So, if he forcibly sexually abuses her, does this not amount to an
offence? So, this is an absurd argument.

Sir, | look at you as an extremely sensitive brother and father to those millions
of sisters and daughters of our country. | urge you to direct the Government to
address this issue, to relook and revisit this issue and make sure that marital rape is
made an offence. Thank you.

Sir, one area of concern which was found by the Department-related
Parliamentary Standing Committee -- the Report is already tabled; you were also a
part of that video conference and it was discussed with you -- was that there is a
need for Covid-19 vaccination for our athletes and sportspersons who would be
appearing and contesting in the 2021 Olympics. Sir, there are, approximately, 150
sportspersons and athletes who would be participating, about 150 support staff and
presently about 700 support staff and athletes are practicing with them, which comes
to 1000. Sir, there have been repeated discussions between the Ministry of Health
and the Ministry of Sports for Covid vaccination. The Department-related
Parliamentary Standing Committee, under the chairmanship of Dr. Sahasrabuddhe,
had already requested that these be taken up on priority for Covid vaccination. Bio-
bubbles are something under which the athletes are presently working, but if the
Covid vaccination is provided at the earliest, it would not only reassure the
sportspersons, athletes and the support staff, but would also bolster our efforts for
the Olympics in 2021.

Therefore, Sir, | seek your kind indulgence and your kind support to direct the
Ministry of Health to notify that immediate and urgent attention is provided to Covid
vaccination of the Indian Olympics team, so that they can practise well. | have been
told informally by the Ministry of Sports that they can actually take those doses in their
local areas where they are. But if this is taken up at the earliest, it would really help
our efforts for the Olympics.Thank you, Sir.

Demand for the establishment of AIIMS in Sundargarh, Odisha

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, the Odisha Government has proposed to the
Centre to set up an AlIMS in Sundargarh district. Since a second AlIMS has already
been established in Bihar and a similar proposal is under consideration in another
State, it is proposed that a second AlIIMS may be considered at Sundargarh. The
second largest district of the State, Sundargarh is a tribal dominated district with 50.7
per cent tribal population, the second highest tribal population district in the State.
Scheduled Castes also constitute a large proportion of the district population and
have reported much higher incidence of poverty. The majority of farmers are marginal
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farmers with average operational holding of 0.59 hectare. Thus, establishing a
second All India Institute of Medical Sciences at Sundargarh would cater to this
vulnerable population and help in providing quality tertiary care in the backward areas
of entire western Odisha. The institution of national repute will also promote medical
education in the area. Further, the infrastructure available at Sundargarh can be
utilised for setting up of AIIMS, and the Centre may not immediately have to invest on
infrastructure. As part of a CSR initiative, an MoU has already been signed between
the Odisha Government and NTPC to establish a medical college and hospital. The
construction of the project has been completed and the equipment procurement
process is underway. The hospital is designed for 500 beds and the college will be
adequate enough to have 100 MBBS students. Additionally, the location will be
suitable for setting up AIIMS as it is easily accessible through road, railways and air.
Therefore, | demand establishment of AIIMS in Sundargarh in Odisha. Thank you,
Sir.

Need to give priority to teachers and school staff for vaccination

DR. NARENDRA JADHAV (Nominated): Mr. Chairman, Sir, as the vaccination drive
progresses and the society returns to normalcy, the next challenge is to overcome the
loss of learning during the pandemic. In most States, new academic year will start in
April and there is a need to accelerate the process of safe reopening of schools,
colleges and universities. Sir, this, however, will be possible if and only if teachers are
prioritized. Teachers at all levels, their supporting staff and childcare workers should
be prioritized; they should get the vaccine on priority. Given the potentially huge
adverse multiplier effect, | strong feel that the Government should categorise teachers
as frontline workers and take measures to vaccinate teachers at all levels,
Anganwadi, Balwadi, from primary school to university level including associated
school and college staff, irrespective of their age or co-morbidities. Also, Sir, all
citizens have to go in person to centres for vaccination. This is not possible for very
senior citizens who are 90+ or those who are bed-ridden. They cannot travel all the
way to the vaccination centres. Sir, | submit to you and | strongly feel that the
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Government should provide a mobile ambulance service, area-wise, which will go to
their homes and give them vaccination dose in the presence of a doctor. This will
make the vaccination drive effective in its coverage of people who cannot access the
vaccine otherwise.

Hence, | urge upon the Central Government, through you, Sir, to issue
necessary instructions to States to include teachers in the priority list in the ongoing
Phase-2 and also provide mobile ambulance services to cater to very senior citizens
and those who are bedridden. Thank you, Sir.

Impact of Climate Change

*196. DR. AMEE YAJNIK: Will the Minister of ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND
CLIMATE CHANGE be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government has taken note of the Climate Change across the
country;

(b) if so, the details thereof;

(c) the geographical areas that have witnessed the most significant Climatic
Change, with special reference to the Himalayas, indicating the impact of such a
change on the environment in the country; and

(d) whether Government has conducted any study to examine the trend of
declining rainfall in certain areas of the country and if so, the details thereof?
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THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE (SHRI PRAKASH
JAVADEKAR): (a) to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) & (b) The Government is seized of the matter and has been assessing climate
change over the years through various Ministries and Agencies.India Meteorological
Department (IMD) brings out the publication ‘Annual Climate Summary’ at the end of
every year that features highlights of climate patterns including temperature and
rainfall over the country, long term changes since the year 1901 in all India temperature
and rainfall in annual and seasonal scales. As per the report by the World
Meteorological Organization (WMO), the average global temperature for 2015-2019 is
currently estimated to be 1.1 degree Celsius above pre-industrial (1850-1900).
According to the MoES, the surface air temperature over India has risen by about 0.7
°C during 1901—2018 which is accompanied with an increase in atmospheric moisture
content. The sea surface temperatures in the tropical Indian Ocean have also
increased by about 1 °C during 1951—2015.0n an average, at present, the sea level
along the Indian coast is estimated to be rising at about 1.7 mm/year.

India is a Party to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCCC), its Kyoto Protocol (KP), and the Paris Agreement (PA).
Independent studies rate India’s efforts highly and compliant with the requirements
under PA.The Government of India stands committed to combating climate change
through its several programmes and schemes including the National Action Plan on
Climate Change (NAPCC)which comprises missions in specific areas of solar energy,
energy efficiency, water, agriculture, Himalayan ecosystem, sustainable habitat,
green India, and strategic knowledge on climate change. The NAPCC provides an
overarching framework for all climate actions.Thirty-three States /Union Territories
have prepared their State Action Plan on Climate Change (SAPCC) in line with
NAPCC taking into account the State’s specific issues relating to climate change.
These SAPCCs outline sector-specific and cross-sectoral priority actions, including
adaptation.

(c)  While many studies monitor current changes in the environment, the science of
attribution of these changes particularly to global warming is far more complex and is
currently an evolving subject. Such changes as are observed may arise from a
number of causes, including the inherent variability in climatic systems that are
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common in the biosphere and geosphere. Most studies so far have relied on
mathematical modelling of climate change impacts but these are yet to be empirically
verified.

According to the information provided by Gobind Ballabh Pant National
Institute of Himalayan Environment, some of the impacts of climate change observed
in the Indian Himalayan Region are as follows: (i) upward movement of treeline of
woody species at a slow rate having likely impact on alpine pastures over the time
span of several decades, (i) upward movement of herbaceous plants over the time
scale of a century which has already been observed and documented in states such
as Sikkim, (jii) gradual shifting of production zone of horticultural crops like apple
orchards in Himachal Pradesh, over decades, and (iv) melting or retreat of certain
glaciers, though there are also stable or even advancing glaciers in the Himalaya,
thereby emphasizing the complex geographical and cyclical nature of the glacial
dynamics.

The monitoring of glaciers is pursued by the Indian Space Research
Organization (ISRO), Geological Survey of India (GSI), Ministry of Earth Sciences
(MoES), Defence Geoinformatics Research Establishment (DGRE), and also
through various research projects sponsored by the Department of Science and
Technology (DST). The latter also has an autonomous institution on Himalayan
Geology, namely, the Wadia Institute of Himalayan Geology, Dehradun. The Central
Water Commission (CWC) monitors 477 glacial lakes and water bodies in the
Himalayan Region of the Indian river basin system, having an area of more than 50
hectares on a monthly basis in the monsoon season since 2011. Further, the National
Disaster Management Authority has issued guidelines titled DManagement of Glacial
Lake Outburst Floods (GLOFS)D in October 2020, which inter-alia includes a
discussion on Early Warning Systems.

(d) India Meteorological Department (IMD) has carried out an analysis of observed
monsoon rainfall variability and changes of 29 States & Union Territory at State and
District levels based on the IMD’s observational data of recent 30 years (1989- 2018)
during the Southwest monsoon season from June-July-August-September (JJAS).
The reports on observed rainfall variability and its trend for each State and Union
Territory are available in the IMD website.Although there is inter-annual variability, the
total precipitation during the Indian summer monsoon has remained largely stable
over the period 1901-2019 and has shown a weak decreasing trend during the recent
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few decades. Further, the followingare findings of the IMD on the changes of rainfall
and its intensities during the last three decades:

. Five states viz., Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, West Bengal, Meghalaya, and Nagaland
have shown significant decreasing trends in southwest monsoon rainfall during the
recent 30 years period (1989-2018).

. The annual rainfall over these five states along with the states of Arunachal
Pradesh and Himachal Pradesh also show significant decreasing trends.

. Other states do not show any significant changes in southwest monsoon
rainfall during the same period.

. Considering district-wise rainfall, there are many districts in the country, which
show significant changes in southwest monsoon and annual rainfall during the recent
30  years period (1989-2018).

. With regard to the frequency of heavy rainfall days, a significant increasing
trend is observed over Saurashtra & Kachchh, Southeastern parts of Rajasthan,
Northern parts of Tamil Nadu, Northern parts of Andhra Pradesh and adjoining areas
of Southwest Odisha, many parts of Chhattisgarh, Southwest Madhya Pradesh, West
Bengal, Manipur & Mizoram, Konkan & Goa, and Uttarakhand.

DR. AMEE YAJNIK: | have gone through the reply given by the Hon. Minister. But, |
would like to know that India is a party to UNFCCC as well as the Paris Agreement but
to achieve the targeted carbon sink of 2.5 to 3 billion, the carbon dioxide equivalent
sink, by 2030, India will need to more than double its current rate of forest cover
expansion.

What are the plans to increase this tree cover to bring 33 per cent of India's
total area under the green cover?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Hon. Member, has put a very relevant question. Let
me tell you that in the last six years, there is a net increase of 15,000 sq. kilometers of
tree cover. More importantly, the pace will increase because last year we have
distributed nearly Rs. 48,000 crore to the States and we have given a direction also
that 80 per cent of this money should go in for afforestation. So, afforestation gets a
big boost. There are also State-level programmes of tree plantations all over the
country. At the same time, there is Green India Mission and there is big programme
of Horticulture Mission by the Agriculture Ministry. So, all this put together, | am very
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sure that we will achieve it but beyond that our Prime Minister has also declared that
we will restore 26 million hectares of land in 10 years, from degraded land to good
land, and that also creates carbon sink for us.

DR. AMEE YAJNIK: Sir, | would like to know whether the Government has conducted
any detailed risk assessment how climate change is affecting each and every path of
our country. What kinds of adaptation measures will be required after this
assessment is done?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Yes, we have done and we have been continuously
observing what changes are happening, and as in the answer itself, | have said that
over the period of one century, what we have observed is that in five States of Uttar
Pradesh, Bihar, West Bengal, Meghalaya and Nagaland, there is significant
decreasing trend in southwest monsoon. The total precipitation during the Indian
summer monsoon has remained largely stable over the period of 1901 to 2019. So,
over nearly 130 years that precipitation has not changed but there are certain definite
areas which have suffered and Himachal and Arunachal have also seen significant
decrease. At the same time, there is Saurashtra, Kachchh, southeastern parts of
Rajasthan, northern parts of Tamil Nadu, northern parts of Andhra Pradesh and
adjoining areas of southwest Odisha, many parts of Chhattisgarh, southwest Madhya
Pradesh, West Bengal, Manipur & Mizoram, Konkan & Goa, and Uttarkhand are
seeing more rains. So, this kind of climate change impacts come and we are
observing it. There are six institutes which observe all such changes. But, all
changes cannot be attributed to only climate change. We need to understand this
also. Itis because itis cyclical and it is a natural phenomenon which operates.

*198. SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Will the Minister of YOUTH AFFAIRS AND SPORTS be
pleased to state:

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE MINISTRY OF YOUTH AFFAIRS AND SPORTS
(SHRI KIREN RIJIJU): (a) to (c) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c) “Sports’ being a State subject, the responsibility of development of sports,
including development of sports/games and sports institutions for tribal and hilly
areas of the country, rests with the State / Union Territory Governments. Central
Government supplements their efforts by bridging critical gaps. The effort of the
Central Government is to promote sports/sports institutions all over the country,
including tribal and hilly areas. Moreover, under the Khelo India Scheme launched in
the year 2016-17, ‘Promotion of rural and indigenous/tribal games’ is a priority area.
Further, majority of the sportspersons getting benefits under various schemes of this
Ministry belong to the rural, backward, tribal and hilly areas of the country.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: | have only one supplementary. Sir, in his reply, the hon.
Minister has mentioned about ‘Khelo India” Scheme which is, of course, a good
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scheme launched in the year 2016-17 for ‘promoting indigenous and rural sports’.
But, Sir, we all know apart from this indigenous and rural sports, our youth,
particularly tribal youth have great sporting talent in professional and mainstream
sports as well, be it football, archery, kabaddi or athletics. Sports Authority of India
(SAl) was launched in the year 1984 and its stated goal is ‘talent scouting at micro
level and nurturing talent towards excellence’. So, | would like to know from the hon.
Minister what steps SAl has taken to promote the sporting talent and eco-system in
rural areas for professional sports among tribal and rural youth.

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Sir, we all know that majority of talent in India is lying in the rural
areas, hilly areas and tribal areas. Our focus of getting the talent from the rural areas
has extensively been driven in the last few years. Of course, we have talent in the
cities also, but, rural area is the focus area when we target India to be in top ten by
2028 Los Angeles Olympics. We have to ensure that rural talents are augmented. So,
under a special vertical of the Khelo India Scheme for the promotion of rural and
indigenous/tribal games, we have already included four indigenous sports recognized
by the Ministry of Sports; Mallakhamb, Kalaripayattu, Gatka, Thang-Ta along with
that Yogasana has also been declared as sports from this year. So, we are hugely
focusing in the rural areas and the results are coming. Right now, 330 athletes from
the rural areas in these four indigenous games have already obtained scholarships.
We have already released the money and they are receiving it. On top of that, we will
go deeply for search of talent in rural areas. | assure the hon. Member that if he has
anything to suggest me for any particular rural sports, he can contact me, | am ready
to help and work together.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, my first supplementary was actually regarding the steps
taken by the Ministry to promote professional and mainstream sports. | compliment
the Ministry and the hon. Minister for taking steps to promote indigenous sports like
Mallakhamb Yoga, but there is a huge sporting talent among tribal youths regarding
football, kabbadi, athletics, archery, and so on. So, my specific query from the hon.
Minister was regarding the steps taken to promote these professional sports.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you.
SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Sir, definitely, we cannot forget that Olympic sports have to be

given the top priority because that is where the international competition takes place.
| am talking about the indigenous games only because we have to promote Indian
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sports also. But, Sir, for the Olympic sports, we have majority of these SAI Training
Centres located in different parts of the country, if you calculate, the tribal and the
rural areas are the dominant numbers in all the Sports Authority of India Training
Centres. If | count all the details of the steps taken, it is too long. But, | can always
share with the hon. Member because the steps taken are very extensive. So, | was
not counting the numbers of the steps taken.

Review of environmental clearance for projects

THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE (SHRI PRAKASH
JAVADEKAR): (a) and (b) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) No such proposal is under consideration of the Ministry.

" Original notice of the question was received in Hindi.
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The Environmental Clearance (EC) to all projects is granted by the Ministry
only after the appraisal and recommendation of Expert Appraisal Committee
comprising domain area experts in terms of provisions of Environmental Impact
Assessment (EIA) Notification, 2006. The Hydro Power projects of > 25MW electricity
generation capacity are required to obtain Environmental Clearance under the
provisions of the EIA Notification, 2006, as amended. The HEPs with capacity of > 50
MW are considered by the MoEF&CC at Central level as Category ‘A’ project giving
highest attention to the environmental concerns associated with these projects.

The Expert Appraisal Committee after detailed examination of various aspects
like E- flow, Dam break analysis, Disaster Management Plan and Fisheries
Management Plan, Detailed Social Impact analysis, Conservation plan for Schedule |
species, Solid waste Management with scientific practices, Forest Protection Plan
etc. and other anticipated impacts of the proposed project,suggests appropriate
environmental safeguards as applicable.

The compliance of environmental safeguard conditions is regularly monitored
by the Integrated Regional Office of the Ministry. Further, Ministry has conducted
river basin studies of the major rivers of Himalayan regionto assess the carrying
capacity of the river to provide optimum support for various natural processes and
allowing sustainable development. The recommendations of the river basin studies
are also taken into consideration while appraising any hydro-electric project on a
particular river for grant of EC.

(b) Hydropower and solar power are both renewable energy source and do not
involve any consumption of fossil fuel. Hydropower is the power acquired from the
energy of moving water with the help of turbines and whereas Solar power is the
process of converting the sunlight through solar panels and into electricity. Both the
power generating sources have their advantages and limitations.

SHRI ANAND SHARMA: Sir, the matter is a serious one, as the hon. Minister in his
reply mentioned about the environmental clearances. More importantly, Himalayas
are still young mountains and very fragile, because the Indian plate is continuously
pushing against the Eurasian plate. There have been various instances of not only the
glacial or seismic activity but also earthquakes. This has been aggravated by many
projects, not only the hydel projects but also the highway projects and rail projects
which go through the natural reserves and affect, overall, the ecology and the habitat.
What is noticed is, dynamites are being used by companies which are resulting in a
huge loss of tree cover, whereby millions of trees have been lost not just in
Uttarakhand but all across the Himalayas in the last few years. My query is whether
the Minister will consider (a) completely banning use of dynamites in the higher
Himalayas for any project, and (b) setting up of an expert committee to review each
and every project, including those which are threatening the wildlife and going
through the reserves.

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Sir, as the hon. Member knows, whether to allow
dynamite to be used is a highly technical subject, which the technical committees of
NHAI and other authorities take care of. But, what we are interested is to ensure that
forest trees are not cut beyond what was permissible. Before doing that also, they
have to plant nearly ten-fold of trees elsewhere in a given landscape. That they are
following up. That is what our concern is. As far as your second suggestion of setting
up an expert committee is concerned, already the Supreme Court has appointed a
special committee for various purposes, and there are so many committees, inter-
ministerial as well as within the Ministry.

THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE (SHRI PRAKASH

JAVADEKAR): (a)to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.
Statement

(a) The central aim of the Paris Agreement is to strengthen the global response to the
threat of climate change, in the context of sustainable development and efforts to

eradicate poverty, by keeping global temperature rise from pre-industrial levels to well
below 2 degree Celsius and pursing efforts to limit the temperature increase to 1.5
degrees Celsius. It is well established scientifically that this requires that cumulative
global emissions have to stay within a global carbon budget from pre-industrial levels,
with such budget being determined by the appropriate probability of not exceeding
the desired temperature goal. India has always emphasized that the global carbon
budget should be equitable and fairly shared, based on the foundational principles of
equity and common but differentiated responsibilities and respective capabilities laid
down in the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC)
and reiterated in the Paris Agreement.

However, India’s share in cumulative historical global greenhouse gas emissions is
only about 3 percent and India’s per capita emissions are just about one-third of
global average. According to the Global Carbon budgets and Equity in Climate
Change, published in 2010, the historical carbon spaces occupied by various
countries in 2009 (with 1850 as base year) are: USA: 29%; other Developed
countries: 45%; China: 10% and India: 3%. According to India’s Third Biennial
Update Report (BUR) submitted to UNFCCC in February 2021, the per capita GHG
emission in India was 1.96 tonne of carbon dioxide (CO2) equivalent and net GHG
emission was 2.531 billion tonne of CO2 equivalent. The total CO2 emission with Land
Use, Land-Use Change and Forestry (LULUCF) was 1.922 billion tonne and per
capita emission of CO2 was approximately 1.5 tonne in 2016. India’s contribution to
the problem of climate change is limited but its actions are fair and ambitious.

India has repeatedly noted in climate negotiations that the developed countries have
historically consumed far more than their fair share of the global carbon budget.

The historical responsibility of the developed countries in the disproportionate
appropriation of carbon space and the need for them to reduce their emission rapidly
to allow sufficient carbon space for the developing countries including India, was
particularly emphasised by the Hon’ble Prime Minister in his address to the Paris
Agreement talks at COP-21in Paris in 2015.

India continues to uphold the need for equitable access to carbon space as among
the key principles guiding implementation of the Paris Agreement, as well as the
achievement of the larger goal of sustainable development in keeping with the needs
and aspirations of its people.
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(b) and (c) Over the years, India is engaging constructively with other developing
countries to consolidate its stand on common issuesunder climate change
negotiations. India is an active member of Like Minded Developing Countries
(LMDC), G77+China and BASIC (Brazil, South Africa, India and China). Further,
India coordinates withthese groups and other developing countries on a regular basis
for a common position and strengthening India’s stand.

(d) The Paris Agreement has stipulated the role of developed countries for
mobilizing climate finance and technology transfer to support developing countries for
climate actions.The Paris Agreement Work Programme adopted in the Conference of
Parties (COP) at Katowice, Poland reiterates the importance of the support,
including financial support, that shall be provided to developing country Parties for
strengthening cooperative action on technology development and transfer.India has
been a strong and vocal advocate for the developed countries to meet their
commitments of technology transfer and climate finance and to take lead in climate
actions, while also highlighting the failure of the developed countries in terms of
scope, scale and speed in the provision of climate finance. India raises these issues in
all the available multilateral and bilateral platforms and meetingsincluding, inter alia,
the Conference of Parties to the UNFCCC, Petersberg Climate Dialogue, and
Ministerial Meeting on Climate Action.

SHRI M. SHANMUGAM : Sir, | would like to know from the hon. Minister what efforts
have been made in various international forums, including G-20, to ensure that green
technologies and finances are made available to developing countries, including India,
to collectively meet the challenges of climate crisis.

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Sir, the Member is absolutely right that this is not an
area-specific problem, but the problem across the globe and, there, we need
common efforts. It is not only that one country is doing something and some other
country is doing nothing. That won't solve the problem. Therefore, we are already
emphasising about the finance which was promised in 2009, that is, 100 billion dollars
per year, for countries to adapt to the situation and to take mitigating actions. These
100 billion dollars today means it is more than one trillion dollars, and finance is not on
the table. It is not coming in the way it should have come. Therefore, in all our recent
talks this year, with all concerned authorities, and also with many Ministers and
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counterparts, we have said that finance and technology support is very basic to this
whole arrangement of mitigating climate change and making provision for adaptation.

SHRI M. SHANMUGAM: Sir, my second supplementary is this. One of the
commitments in the Paris Climate Agreement is to increase the generation of
renewable energy. | would like to know what efforts have been made in this direction
to reach the target of 175 gigawatts of renewable energy by next year in the country.

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Sir, the world is accepting that India is in leadership
position as far as renewable energy is concerned. As you know, in 2014 the total
production of solar energy was just 2000 odd megawatts. Now, it is 90,000
megawatts of all renewable energies put together and solar is spreading all over.
More than 14-fold increase in solar production has taken place in the last six years.
More importantly, the Prime Minister declared 175 gigawatts target to be achieved by
2022 and we are all forced to achieve that. You will also be happy that the Prime
Minister has further scaled it up to 450 gigawatts and the world has absolutely
accepted India's leadership position in renewable energy.

DR. NARENDRA JADHAV: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, the hon. Minister has given the
details of the initiatives taken for pursuing the developed countries to meet their
commitments about transfer of funds as well as transfer of patent-free technology to
developing countries.

Sir, my supplementary question is this: Are there any domestic initiatives,
public or private, to study and innovate such patent-free technology in our country ?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Sir, as you know, these are two different things.
One, our nation's innovation. The hon. Prime Minister has taken lead in creating that
spirit of innovation in all sectors of industries and, therefore, we are innovating and
right from the school-age we have started with Atal Tinkering Labs to hackathons in
colleges and, then, great challenges in the open. We have created various
infrastructures also in various lITs. The issue is that as far as world is concerned, my
plea has always remained that if we are thinking climate change as a disaster, then,
nobody should profit from disaster. Therefore, they should provide technological
support at affordable cost. One should not profit from it. And, even if that affordable
cost is available, there will be more technological gaps to be filed and more
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technology will be available for having sustainable energy and other efficient modes of
industries.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: Sir, my question is very simple and direct. The hon. Minister
has just said that the target was 175 GWs and the hon. Prime Minister has increased it
to 450 GWs. And, everybody applauded for it. My question is very simple. Is it
capacity or is it supply? Hon. Minister knows that solar plants will not give you more
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than 20 per cent of supply. So, it is very easy to reach capacity target, but | would
like to applaud when supply target is actually achieved. So, | would like the
clarification: Is it capacity or supply ?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Sir, | would also give direct answer to Jairam
Rameshji's question. And, the answer is very clear that we have not changed any
nomenclature or standard of calculating solar energy targets or solar energy
capacities. As you know, the Sun is not there for 24 hours. But, whatever capacity is
generated that is available and that is what we have counted that we have to meet
forty per cent of our energy capacity by 2030. And, as | said, we have practically
achieved that also in advance and we will be going ahead. As on today, we have
achieved 38.5 per cent. And, as the demand for thermal power grows, our supply of
renewable energy will also grow and we will be over-achieving our targets. As the
hon. Prime Minister has said, 175 GWSs will be achieved by 2022 and 450 GWs, that is,
4,50,000 MWs by 2030. And, we will achieve it.

(c) whether Government has brought reforms in coal sector with the vision to build
an ‘AtmaNirbhar Bharat’, by promoting commercial mining of coal in the country
and unlocking coal mining for private players; and

(d) if so, the details thereof along with achievements made by Government in this
regard?
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THE MINISTER OF COAL (SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI): (a) to (d) A statement is laid on
the table of the House.

Statement

(a) As per Coal Directory 2018-19, India is the second largest coal producer
and importer in the world.

(b)  The quantity of total coal imported during last five years and current year
upto the month of December, 2020 is given below :-

(c) Yes,Sir.

(d)  Ministry of Coal has launched the auction of 41 coal mines for commercial
mining on June 18, 2020 under CM (SP) Act, 2015 and MMDR Act, 1957.
38 mines were actually put up for auction for commercial mining. It will open
up the coal sector to private and foreign players. These Blocks, spread
over five states, have total geological reserves of 16,979 million tonnes and
a cumulative peak capacity of 225 million tonnes per annum. The
commercial coal mine auction is an attempt to attract private investment
into the coal mining sector thus bringing in more competition and efficiency
in the coal sector. This will ramp up the indigenous production of coal in the

country. 19 coal mines have been successfully auctioned under
of commercial auction of coal blocks and agreements for these 19 mines

were executed on 11.01.2021.

LT. GENERAL (DR.) D.P. VATS (RETD.): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, through you, |
would like to know from the hon. Minister the extent of profit from open auction of
coal blocks. Are we having any plan to reduce our dependence on imports ?
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SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Sir, as far as the profit or revenue generation is concerned,
recent auction of commercial coal mines would generate about Rs. 6,556 crores as
and when production starts. As we all know, after the allocation of a particular coal
block, or any mine block for that matter, it will take two to three years to actually start
production. We have taken so many measures to put it on fast track and bring the
production at the earliest. As far as revenue is concerned, it goes to the State.
Approximately Rs. 6,556 crores will be the revenue when the production starts.

As far as reduction of imports is concerned, many measures have been taken
in this regard. But, in coking coal and non-substitutive coal, means the power is
generated only from the imported coal, it may be a little difficult there. But, the target
of the Modi Government is that all avoidable imports should be stopped by 2024.

LT. GENERAL (DR.) D.P. VATS (RETD.): Sir, my second supplementary is this.
What are the measures taken by the Coal and Mining Ministry to preserve the green
cover over the mines?

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Sir, many measures have been taken in this regard.
Plantation has been done on the unused land of the Coal India and in the coal mines
where extraction is over. In the previous question, my senior colleague, Shri Prakash
Javadekar, has mentioned about what the overall perspective of renewal energy is.
India is the only country amongst the G-20 nations on track to meet the Paris
Agreement on Climate Change.

As far as the Coal Ministry is concerned, in all the coal mines where the
extraction is over, the plantation is going on in a huge way. The mine water is also
purified and supplied, wherever it is possible, for drinking and, wherever it is not
possible, for the irrigation purpose. So many such measures have been taken.
India's per capita CO2 emission is also very less, as compared globally. It was 1.9
tonnes in 2019, whereas the global average is 4.7 tonnes. Thus, we are very
concerned about environment preservation. The hon. Environment Minister has also
explained in detail the measures taken in this regard.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK: Sir, in the previous round of auctions of coal mines done
before, we found that operation of a number of coal mines never took off.  There
were several structural issues relating to operation of coal mines after the auction. |
would like to know from the hon. Minister very specifically whether these reasons
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were studied. And, what measures have been taken to ensure that in the latest
round of auctions also, some of these mines will start producing as expected?

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Sir, right now, | do not have figures but some of the mines
have not started the production. On a day-to-day basis, the Ministry of Coal is
monitoring this thing. We are also changing the norms, and, whatever auction is not
being done, we are trying to withdraw from them. Be it the coal blocks or mine
blocks, once it is given, either through allotment route or through auction route, a
majority of the things has to be done by the respective State Government. The hon.
Member comes from Odisha. We are continuously interacting with many State
Governments, including Odisha. | would also like to acknowledge that the
Government of Odisha is giving very positive suggestions, and, accordingly, we are
acting.

B%WSFFH g 2 T in 2019-20, we have
imported around 250 million tonnes of coal, and it is worth around Rs. 1,70,000
crores. | can understand if you import the crude oil. But importing coal, according to
me, is a big sin. That is why the Government of India has changed the provisions for
the allocation and auction, and we have consulted the State Government. Even we
have consulted the State of Jharkhand also. Initially they appreciated; then they have
opposed it. But we are in regular consultation with the State Government. We are
trying to consult and convince them because ultimately it is the interest of the State
also. Whatever revenue is generated, the Government of India doesn't get a single
naya paisa.

THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE (SHRI PRAKASH
JAVADEKAR): (a) and (b) A statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) The respective State Authorities constituted under the Compensatory
Afforestation Fund (CAF) Act, 2016 prepare the Annual Plan of
Operations (APOs) for the utilization of their State Funds established
under the CAF Act. The APOs are prepared as per the provisions of the
CAF Act and the Rules made thereunder. Rule 5 (2), (3) and (4) and
Rule 6 (a) and (b) of CAF Rules, 2018 provide for permissible and non-
permissible activities. Accordingly, the State CAMPA Funds are utilized
primarily for regeneration and protection of forests and plantations,
silivicultural operations in forests, forest fire prevention and control, soil
and moisture conservation in forest, improvement of wildlife habitat,
etc., besides strengthening of forest and wildlife related infrastructure,
capacity building of related personnel, recurring/non-recurring

" Original notice of the question was received in Hindi.
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expenses of State Authority. Non-permissible activities are also listed
under the CAF Rules, 2018 and include expenses of payments of
salaries and allowances, purchase of vehicles or staff cars for officers of
State Forest Departments, construction of residential and official
buildings for officers above the Forest Ranger Officers, undertaking
foreign visits, payment of legal services not related to the management
of State Authority, etc.

In addition to above statutory provisions and as the spirit of the
Compensatory Afforestation (CAF) Act, 2016 is to make up for the loss
of trees, forest land, wildlife and ecological services, in the successive
meetings of State Forest Ministers on 29.08.2019, 30.11.2019 and
17.08.2020 and in the advisory issued to all States/UTs through DO No.
NA-1/47/2020-NA dated 22.10.2020, it has been emphasized that 80%6
of State Fund should be used for activities related to development of
forest and wildlife and only the remaining 20% should be utilized for
strengthening of forest and wildlife related infrastructures and capacity
building.

As per the report received till 12.03.2021 from 33 State Authorities
constituted in State/UTs so far, the State/UT Plan budget of the Forest
Department has not reduced due to allocation under Compensatory
Afforestation Fund. However, the allocation under the State Plan
budget (excluding allocation under CAF) isless in the current financial
year (2020-21) in some states while it is more in other states as
compared to the last year (2019-20).The details areattached at
Annexure.

(d)  the mechanism being adopted to determine the value of the assets of the
Undertakings which the Ministry is selling, so that the property of the country is
not handed over to private companies at a very cheap price?

THE MINISTER OF MINES (SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI): (a) to (d) A Statement is laid
on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) As per the information furnished by Department of Disinvestment and Public
Asset Management (DIPAM), the Government follows a policy of disinvestment in
Public Sector Enterprises (PSE) through Strategic sale/privatization and Minority
stake sale. The government has so far given ‘in-principle’ approval for strategic
disinvestment of 35 CPSEs and Subsidiaries/Units/Joint Ventures of CPSEs since
2016, the list of which is Annexed. Out of 35 cases, strategic disinvestment in 8 cases
have been completed; 4 CPSEs are under consideration for closure; 2 cases held up
due to litigation; and remaining 21 transactions are at various stages.

Besides, in certain other PSEs, the Government carries out disinvestment of
minority stake without transfer of management control from time to time through
various SEBI-approved methods such as Initial Public Offer (IPO), Offer for Sale

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(OFS), Buyback of shares and Exchange Traded Funds (ETFs) offers, depending
upon prevailing market conditions.

(b) The Policy for Strategic Disinvestment of PSEs is based on the economic
rationale of improving productivity of the assets in the hands of private buyer through
infusion of private capital, technology, innovation and best management practices.
Post-disinvestment growth of PSEs may generate higher economic activities resulting
in new job opportunities and growth of the ancillary industries. The resources
unlocked would be used to finance various social sector/ developmental programmes
of the Government, which shall benefit the public. The policy will eliminate
unnecessary overlap of PSEs within the same sector and improve economies of scale
and reduce wasteful administrative costs.

(c) The strategic disinvestment of the PSEs are on a ‘going concern’ basis, with
change in ownership only and hence, there is no question of any loss of job of the
existing employees, who will continue to be company’s employees in terms of the
agreed terms and conditions laid down in the Share Purchase Agreement for specific
transactions.

(d) For the purpose of privatization, process of financial bidding is guided by the
principles of transparency, fair play, promoting competition and ensuring highest
degree of integrity and probity. The strategic sale is of a business on a going concern
basis, and not of individual assets and is subject to business continuity, and
restriction on asset striping. The selection of Strategic buyer and the determination of
sale price is made through the approved process of competitive bidding, where the
bid price is compared against a reserve price which is determined based on
independent valuation by the professional agencies, and kept confidential.

At present, CPSE’s under Ministry of Mines are not figuring in the list annexed in reply
to part (a).

STATEMENT BY MINISTER

Recent developments pertaining to the welfare abroad of Indians, Non-Resident
Indians (NRIs) and Persons of Indian Origin (P10s) in the COVID situation

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Statement by the Minister of External Affairs, Shri S.
Jaishankar.

THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS (SHRI S. JAISHANKAR): Mr. Deputy
Chairman, Sir, | rise to apprise this august House of recent developments pertaining
to the welfare abroad of Indians, non-resident Indians (NRIs) and Persons of Indian
Origin in the COVID situation. This is a subject on which many hon. Members have
expressed deep interest. We, in the Ministry of External Affairs, also regularly receive
communications relating to individual cases and respond to the best of our ability.
Such concern is natural and | take this opportunity to place before the House a
comprehensive picture on the global state of affairs as a result of COVID, its impact
on our people and the Government's response to the challenges that emerged.

Hon. Members would be aware that the big issue through the last year was to
address the situations of difficulty and distress that many stranded Indians faced
abroad. The Prime Minister directed that we undertake the Vande Bharat Mission to
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bring back our countrymen and women home. This was an all-of-the-Government
effort, involving the Ministries of External Affairs, Civil Aviation, Home Affairs, Health,
Defence and Shipping, amongst others. A total of 45,82,043 people from 98 countries
have returned to India under the aegis of the Vande Bharat Mission. The vast majority
came through flights, though there were also some who came by ship and across
land crossings. Kerala received the maximum returnees, followed by Delhi,
Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu. UAE was the country from where the maximum number
of stranded Indians returned, followed by Saudi Arabia, USA and Qatar. 39 per cent
of the returnees were workers, 39 per cent professionals, 6 per cent students and
about 8 per cent visitors and 4.7 per cent stranded tourists.

Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, while organizing the return home, the Government
was also focussing on ensuring that our people were provided the necessary
amenities in foreign countries. This applied to those awaiting repatriation as well as
those who stayed behind. It involved a vast range of activities that were coordinated
by our Embassies and High Commissions. They included providing food, shelter and
transportation to supplying masks, PPEs, medical support and even facilitating
hospital stays. It involved intense and continuous interactions with foreign
Governments, pro-active and responsive measures by our Embassy staff and close
coordination with community organizations abroad. The Government expended an
amount of Rs.33.5 crores from the Indian Community Welfare Fund (ICWF), whose
mandate was perceptively broadened by the Government in 2017 with such
contingencies in mind. | should also add that we facilitated the return from India of
more than 1.1 lakh foreign passport holders to 120 countries in the same period. Many
of them were PIOs and NRils.

Hon. Members would appreciate that the largest repatriation exercise in the
history of the world could not have happened without the goodwill and cooperation of
partner Governments. And if that was so forthcoming, it is because of the enormous
efforts of this Government's diplomacy, starting from the Prime Minister personally.
Whether it was in reaching out, invoking relationships, using our networking or
engaging in direct contacts, we really went all out to ensure the welfare of our
brothers and sisters abroad. And let me emphasize this: at the end of the day, the
sympathetic response of others reflected their positive image of us. Indeed, this was
a real testimony of India's enhanced global standing as a result of 6 years of
exceptionally energetic diplomacy.
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The focus of our efforts in the last few months has now shifted to Indians going
back to their usual places of work, study and domicile. To that end, our Government
has concluded air transport bubbles that are temporary reciprocal arrangements for
commercial passenger services until the resumption of regular international flights.
Such arrangements have been concluded with 27 nations so far. The Air India group
alone has operated more than 9,500 flights under this, taking 10.9 lakh passengers
abroad. The largest numbers, not surprisingly, have gone to the Gulf. During the
pandemic, our Prime Minister had declared that the Government would take care of
both lives and livelihood. It is this guidance that has been the basis for our activities of
our diplomacy abroad. Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, just as the Government has led the
way for an economic recovery at home, we are also similarly untiring in our efforts to
help renew livelihoods for our people abroad. The air travel arrangements are a
necessary enabling measure. But beyond that, we have been active in urging our
partner Governments to look sympathetically at the employment of our citizens as
they chart their own recovery pathway. The Gulf has been the focal point of our
endeavours, though this is a global effort on our part. In recent months, the hon.
Prime Minister has engaged the leaders of Saudi Arabia, UAE, Qatar and Oman.
Under his directions, | have travelled even during the COVID to UAE, Qatar, Bahrain
and Oman to discuss with the Governments there about the welfare of our people.
Because of restrictions at their end, such travel was not possible to Saudi Arabia and
Kuwait. But | have been in regular touch with their Foreign Ministers. The Minister of
State, Shri V. Muraleedharan, on his part, has also gone to Oman and UAE. | have
recently hosted the UAE Foreign Minister in India and expect to do so of Kuwait very
soon.

During our visits to the Gulf, we have interacted with both the representative
community organizations and the partner Governments. From the community, the
overall picture was that our people were well taken care of during the pandemic by the
host authorities. From the Governments, the message was of appreciation for the
responsibility shown by our people amidst the pressures of the pandemic. We were
told that the message of discipline and social distancing that was so strongly
propagated by our leadership at home had an equally strong impact abroad. The
support extended from India for the stay and travel of our citizens was warmly
acknowledged by community and Governments alike. The provision of medical
supplies and food items from India as an exceptional gesture to the Gulf during this
period clearly had powerful resonance. So did the arrival of health professionals and
medical staff, especially the dedicated medical team we sent to Kuwait. From our
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recent interactions, we have reason to expect that partner Governments in the Gulf
would be helpful in facilitating the early return of many who had been compelled to go
back during the pandemic.

Sir, the Government is fully cognizant of the employment concerns that our
people abroad have in the context of the COVID pandemic. Especially in the Gulf,
there has been tremendous economic and social disruption that has impacted them.
We have softened it somewhat but real challenges are there to be addressed. Let me
assure the House that we take this as a priority. Both my MOS and myself, and
indeed our Ambassadors and senior officials, spend time and effort to go into these
problems in the greatest detail. We have been in touch with most community
organizations and get a regular feedback on both the health situation and the
economic recovery. We are aware that there are problems of compensation, re-
employment and re-skilling that need solutions. And these are today the core of our
agenda with our partner Governments.

The welfare of students studying abroad has also been of particular concern for
all of us. Across the world, our Embassies were given instructions to reach out to
them, monitor their situation and assist their return, where required. As with workers
and professionals, the focus has now shifted to their going back to universities.
Some countries have been more open in this regard than others, obviously reflecting
their particular COVID challenge. This, therefore, remains a high priority and our
endeavour will be to encourage an early return to normalcy.

Seafarers have been another category requiring particular attention. We have
worked with shipping companies across the world to ensure their well-being and
where required, return to India. The challenges presented by crew change
procedures were daunting but the flexibility shown by various stake holders allowed
us to overcome them. Members would recall the predicament of two crews who were
in particular difficulty outside Chinese ports. Their predicament too was also
eventually resolved through great perseverance. We continue to interact with many
Governments to devise more friendly SOPs for crew change requirements.

Our fishermen have also been affected by the difficulties arising from the
pandemic. We saw, in particular, serious problems faced by those who were working
out of Iran. Some Gulf nations also witnessed this, perhaps, to a lesser degree.
Many Members expressed their anxieties on this point at that time. Here too, the
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repatriation phase is over and the re-employment one has just started. Hon.
Chairman Sir, in conclusion, let me underline that from the very beginning, the Modi
Government has been deeply committed to the welfare and protection of Indians
abroad. And equally, we value and nurture our relationship with PIOs. The COVID
pandemic was a test of our commitment on this matter, as on so many others.
Whether it was the problems of the worker or the student, the professional or the
tourist, we have risen to the occasion. A huge collective effort by nameless and
faceless individuals from our embassies and other organizations - in India and abroad
- made that possible. Like the nation at home, they too were inspired by leadership
and vision of the Prime Minister. | wish to assure this august House that in the days
ahead, as our quest for normalcy progresses, as the global market place and work
place resume activities, as centres of study reopen the doors, we will be there to
encourage, facilitate, secure and support. Thank you.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Clarifications. Shri Tiruchi Siva ji.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Sir, first of all, | would like to thank the hon.
Minister who acceded to all our requests during the pandemic to help the NRIs who
were stuck abroad. It should be mentioned here that in that crucial situation, many
people were evacuated including the students and the workers, and, the Minister
gave us immediate response even to an e-mail or whatsapp message. Sir, |
appreciate the statement that he has made now. However, | have a simple query.
Many people have decided to stay here and not to go back. Does the Government
have any plans in this regard? What measures are you going to take to keep them
here because many have given up their jobs and come here, and now they are living
without any source of livelihood? Apart from those who want to go back and the
steps taken by you by way of interacting with those Governments, what are the plans
of the Government for those who wish to stay here. | would like to know it because
many people have represented to me that they have come back and settled here.
So, | will be thankful to the hon. Minister if he could tell us about the steps that the
Government proposes to take for their future.

SHRI ANAND SHARMA (Himachal Pradesh): Sir, | fully endorse what Shri Tiruchi
Siva has said. We have gone through the statement of the Minister of External Affairs.
Sir, during the period of lockdown when there were curbs globally, many of us
personally experienced how a national effort was made involving the Ministry of
External Affairs, and, for that matter, various other departments of the Government
like Civil Aviation, and also our Missions abroad. So, Sir, it would be in order,
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therefore, for us to place on record our deep appreciation for our officers in the
Ministry of External Affairs, the Minister himself and our Missions abroad for being
very receptive, very helpful in bringing back thousands of stranded Indians. There
were many occasions when | personally reached out when parents of the stranded
students contacted us, as also for other citizens, and there was prompt response. |
have personal experience of having helped through the Government hundreds and
hundreds of students and others during this critical period.

Sir, there are a few issues, although the hon. Minister has referred to them.
One issue is about the workers in the Gulf, in the Middle East, who have come back.
Yes, the economies have been disrupted, and, not only India, the entire world has felt
its social and economic impact. It has also affected our inward remittances because
the workers lost their jobs, they could not send money and now they have come
back. It has also affected a large number of families, as the Minister is aware and he
has also alluded to that. In case of those who are returning, for them, it will take time
for normalcy to return and to get the same employment opportunities which existed
prior to the pandemic. Many may not be able to go back even this year because of
lack of opportunity. What will be done for them? Is the Government of India along
with the State Governments taking any steps in this direction”? As you have said, you
are talking with the Governments of those countries. But within our country, from
where a large number of workers go, for example, from Kerala or some other
southern States, and also some States in the north, like Haryana and others, what is
being done for them?

Secondly, about the students, they have lost one year and the parents had
paid the fee. Nobody can be blamed for that situation. As normalcy returns, will
there be a special cell for monitoring the students' case so that they can go back to
the universities and complete their education? Thank you.

SHRI PRAFUL PATEL (Maharashtra): Sir, we all compliment the overall efforts the
Government and all stakeholders have put in to bring our stranded fellow Indians back
from most of the countries where they were residing, especially the Gulf areas which
the hon. Minister read in his Statement. While things are getting back to normal, a lot
of issues still need to be addressed. As he has pointed out, air bubble arrangements
are there with 27 countries. | think we need to do a little bit more. Especially east of
India, | think, we are having very few arrangements with the countries. For a lot of
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people who are in the western world or who are in the Gulf areas, things are okay or
getting better, but on the eastern front, there is a problem.

The second thing | would like to request the Minister is, as businesses are
coming back to normalcy, within our country at least, a lot of business travel,
especially for technical and trained people from overseas to come to India to help, is
taking place. You know some industries are being set up. There is exchange of
technical information. For that, physical presence of people in India is also required.
| think we should try to be a little bit more understanding towards the needs of local
industry. If somebody, some technical people or some others, has to come from
overseas, our regulations should be slightly flexible to make it a little easier for
businesses to come back to normalcy. Thank you.

PROF. MANOJ KUMAR JHA (Bihar): Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | join my
colleagues in complimenting the hon. Minister for making it very smooth. However, |
think, he is aware that there are certain countries where there were issues which were
difficult to handle. Particularly, | am aware of Bihari medical students in Russia. That
is number one. Number two, in Gulf and Middle-East countries, a large number of
people are there from Bihar and Eastern U.P. They have come back, probably
forever. | know it is not in your personal domain, but right behind you is the hon.
Finance Minister. Please make sure that the workers who have come back from Gulf
and Middle-East countries, they are accommodated and provided security as per the
norms. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI NARESH GUJRAL (Punjab): Sir, first of all, | would like to compliment the
Government, the hon. Minister and all the officers who went out of their way to help
fellow Indians during this pandemic. On a couple of occasions, | reached out to the
Foreign Minister's office and | got immediate response from them. My first question is
this. Many of our fellow Indians lost their lives abroad. In many cases, their accounts
abroad are still to be settled by their employers. Would the Minister ensure that Help
Desks are set up in the Embassies so that the families here who are stuck, who need
to get that money back from the employers of their deceased relatives receive
immediate help? Also, the telephone numbers of these Help Desks may be publicised
through TV and the media. Thank you, Sir.

THE LEADER OF THE OPPOSITION (SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE): Sir, | just
want to seek one clarification regarding the Pravasi Bhartiya Bima Yojana. It is an
insurance scheme meant for the people who are working abroad. The Government's
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own reply in the Lok Sabha shows that the number of beneficiaries covered, amount
of claims settled as well as the number of claims settled have all gone down
consistently since 2014-15. The number of claims settled per year has gone down
from 336 in 2014-15 to just 41. Here in the statement, it is all right. Whatever good
work is done, we have to appreciate that. There is no doubt about that. It means the
Government is not working properly on this scheme. The amount of claims settled
per year has also gone down from Rs.20,55,00,000 in 2014-15 to only
Rs.3,72,00,000. It shows how this Pravasi Bharatiya Bima Yojana is being
implemented and how many people have got the benefit. This is very unfortunate.
On the one hand, we announce it. On the other hand, we don't implement it
properly. And still we get praise for all the works. That is why | want to ask this.
How much money have you kept and how much money have you spent under this
scheme?

SHRI S. JAISHANKAR: Sir, through you, first of all, | want to say that | appreciate all
the positive sentiments which hon. Members have expressed. If | were to take up the
common issues, because many of them raised similar issues, | think the first issue is
of our workers abroad, especially in the Gulf. Our main endeavour is to get them
back. What is today the focus of our engagement with the Gulf? They will also
prioritise in terms of their recovery. As you know, they take expatriates from many
countries. So sometimes it is a question of whether they lean a little bit more towards
us or not. Our expectation is that as their recovery picks up, we are able to get our
workers back there on a priority. That | think is the biggest service that we can do
there. Having recognised this, Sir, | would also say, yes, there will be situations
where people either will not go back or will have delays in going back. | think hon.
Members are very reasonably asking what happens to those people. Right from the
very beginning, we started a skill mapping programme especially for workers coming
back from the Gulf. They were giving us the data. The data are available here which
we have then sent out to the State Governments telling them about the skills of the
people who are returning. To some extent, our expectation is that State
Governments and employers will use the data that we have provided through this skill
mapping programme called SWADES. They will have a sense of the skills which are
available. Now in terms of what are the employment opportunities for these people at
home, | think Prof. Manoj Jha very rightly pointed towards the Finance Minister sitting
behind me. | think from the Budget that she has presented, it is very clear that there
is going to be a very strong recovery and high growth will mean good employment
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prospects. | think many of their prospects will come out of economic development at
home.

The second issue was about students. | think there is a big challenge there.
Some universities have permitted them to return and in many cases they are keeping
them 'online'. Now our endeavour in every case has been to ensure that they don't
lose a year. | think many of the concerns which Anand Sharma ji expressed are very
valid. How do we make sure that they don't lose an academic year? We are not just
trying to make sure they don't lose a year, but we are actually trying to make sure
they can get back as soon as possible. Obviously, in some countries, it is easier; in
some countries, it is harder. Then, | come to the issue of bubble. Can we do more
bubbles? Absolutely! We are talking to everybody. In fact, today, our priorities for
bubble would be for Saudi Arabia and Kuwait in the West; Japan, China and
Singapore in the East. These are the countries where so far bubbles have not really
worked very well. Again, we are very cognizant of it; we will keep extending bubbles
as we go along.

In so far as the issue of Pravasi Bharatiya Bima Yojana is concerned, | think,
the Leader of Opposition has brought up an issue and | will be very happy to look into
the claims. | don't think it is an issue of what were the claims before and what are the
claims that are settled. | think the issue would be: what were the claims raised and
what was the percentage of settled claims? | would be very happy to look into that
and give him a detailed reply. | don't have the exact numbers with me right now and |
would not obviously like to convey anything on that point to the House. Thank you,
Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay. Now, Bill for introduction. Shrimati Nirmala

The Insurance (Amendment) Bill, 2021

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE (SHRII\/IATI NIRMALA SITHARAI\/IAN): Sir, | move for
leave to introduce a Bill further to amend the Insurance Act, 1938.

The question was put and the motion was adopted.
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SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, | introduce the Bill.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, the National Institutes of Food Technology,
Entrepreneurship and Management Bill, 2019. Shri Narendra Singh Tomar to move a
motion for consideration of the National Institutes of Food Technology,
Entrepreneurship and Management Bill, 2019.

The National Institutes of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management Bill,
2019
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The question was proposed.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Dr. L. Hanumanthaiah.

DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH (Karnataka): Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | thank you for
giving me an opportunity to speak on the National Institutes of Food Technology,
Entrepreneurship and Management Bill, 2019. The stated objective of the Bill is to
confer the status of national importance to two Institutes which are working in the
country. One is at Kundli in Haryana and the other one is at Thanjavur in Tamil Nadu.
The above Institutes are presently administered by the Ministry of Food Processing
Industries under the Societies Registration Act, 1860.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR) in the Chair.]
Sir, to provide additional autonomy and flexibility, the Bill aims to provide

functional autonomy to these two Institutes to design and develop courses, undertake
research and achieve enhanced status in their academic pursuits to emerge as
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pioneers at the global level. These new Institutes will be non-profit legal entities. That
is number one. Secondly, implement reservation policy as per Central Educational
Institutions Act, 2006. The Bill establishes Board of Governors and Senate for each
Institute, a Central Council to oversee the performance of the Institutes and the
Council to be headed by the Minister of Food Processing Industries. Sir, it will be
financed annually by the Government of India. It will be passed by Parliament and the
accounts will be audited by CAG. It is a good step which has been taken now. Sir,
India is a major producer of agriculture and food items in the world. India is the third
largest producer of agriculture products which include pulses, milk, tea and spices.
First is China and the second is USA. The food production depends on agro-climatic
conditions of any country. India needs developed, skilled, technical manpower for
achieving the real targets. The Government of India's target is 3 per cent international
food trade as against 1.5 per cent now. So, only 10 per cent of the food is processed
in India now. Opportunities are great. Demand for processed food, in India and
abroad, is increasing now and for the future times also.

Sir, the NIFTEM Bill, 2019 was introduced in Rajya Sabha on 13.01.2019 by the
then Minister, Shrimati Harsimrat Kaur Badal and referred to the Standing Committee
on 22.02.2019. The Standing Committee elaborately discussed with stakeholders and
a lot of new things have been introduced in the Bill. The introduction of the Bill is to
lower the wastage of food in the country which is of serious concern. According to
the U.N. Food and Agriculture Organization study, about 40 per cent of the food is
either wasted or lost in the country, which is of a very serious concern. Secondly, it is
valued at about 14 billion dollars. The waste food in the country is about 14 billion
dollars according to one of the estimates. So, India ranks 94 out of 107 countries.
Every third child is malnourished in the country which is also of a serious concern. On
the one side, we are wasting about 40 per cent food, on the other side, the deprived
children are in a big number who are malnourished in the country, which is of very
serious concern to us. There is a demand in this industry to create alternative
employment. The study says that there is a demand for one lakh as against ten
thousand skilled people available in the country. One per cent growth in the food
processing industry would generate five lakh direct employment and fifteen lakh
indirect employment. This is the study again. So, there is a great demand for skilled
professionals, for food collection, food processing, cold chain management, etc.
So, to strengthen the domestic supply chain is the concern of the day which is in high
level demand. Therefore, food processing industry has got a big challenge and a big
scope also. The corporate data analysis says that food processing firms are
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profitable but the value addition component needs to increase significantly in the
country. India has made vast progress over the time providing food security for its
people -- though it is a big number; about 130 crores -- by bringing the Food
Security Act, and we are growing the food products in large numbers. In the whole
world, we are number one in many areas. Food processing industry is one area which
has the potential to add value addition to farm products. About 11.2 per cent of total
arable land in the world is ranked in our country as No.1 in production of milk, pulses
and jute. We are at No.2 in fruits and vegetables. We are at No.3 in cereals as per
the Government of India 2019 study. So, India is the Sixth largest food and grocery
market in the world. As per available data of 2017-18, we have a large scope of food
processing industry in the country. As per the 2017-18 study, food processing
industry accounted for 7.9 per cent as against 9.5 per cent in agriculture, if agriculture
value is added.  Sir, so, a major employment provider is agriculture which is 11.4 per
cent of the organizational manufacturing employment. The food processing in the
world and India comparably is a shocking news also. There are countries,
particularly, China, their food processing capacity is 30 per cent. In western
countries, 60 to 80 per cent food processing is being done and particularly, in the
U.S.A, 65 per cent of the fruits and vegetables are processed. The overall processing
of agricultural produce in many countries is:- 23 per cent in China, 30 per cent in
Thailand, 78 per cent in Brazil and 80 per cent in Malaysia, etc. But, in India,
processing of fruits and vegetables is only 2.2 per cent. | think we have to take note
of this. We are the biggest in processed milk and milk products. It is about 35 per
cent in the country.

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DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH: Sir, we are processing 21 per cent for meat and six per
cent in poultry products. This is the status of Indian food processing system. Food
processing in India is at a nascent stage. Less than 10 per cent of the total food in
India is processed as per the Government study of 2016. We have to take it up very
seriously. The food processing in India has a lot of scope and we have to take it up.
Sir, less than 10 per cent is processed in India and traded. In India, we have to gear
up by investing in necessary infrastructure which is very, very important. It requires
steady flow of raw materials from the farmers and meeting specific quality standards
at stable prices, and, so, ensuring steady flow of income to farmers can reduce
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wastage particularly in perishable items. The Institute should be encouraged to build
bridges with industry, with farmers and farmer producer organizations and co-
operatives. This is the most required thing to develop these institutes. Income
generation potential of food processing should be a priority. Why | am telling you this
so that the primary producers can retain the larger share of value at the farm gate and
village level. The Standing Committee to which the Bill was referred has given very
valuable suggestions after an elaborate discussion with the stakeholders. They have
noted the Institute of Technology Act of 1961 recommends three Members of
Parliament to be in the Governing Council which is not there. | also demand that the
Parliament Members should be in this Governing Council. There are a lot of farmers
who are working with farm products and agricultural area. They can contribute more
in this system.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): The next Speaker is Shri
Tiruchi Siva; you have two minutes.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Sir, this legislation, namely, the National Institutes
of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management Bill, 2019, proposes to
confer the status of national importance upon two institutes. One is the National
Institute of Food Technology Entrepreneurship and Management in Haryana and the
other one is the Indian Institute of Food Processing Technology in Thanjavur in Tamil
Nadu. | want only two simple clarifications from the hon. Minister. Whenever any
institute is elevated to the status of ‘national importance’ the question of reservation
comes up. It has been in practice that the institutes of national importance do not
follow the reservation policy which is hard-earned one. So, | think, if the Minister can
waive the apprehension that the reservations will not be affected in any manner, then
only, the attempt of making it an institute of national importance will be applicable.
Also, in the Board of Governors, the Central Government has got a Member, ex-
officio and two representatives having special knowledge in the field of food
processing industry nominated by the Central Government and one more member
also from the Central Government whereas there is only one representative from the
State Government. So, | would urge that since the Institutes are in certain States, the
number of State Governments’ representatives should be more. Otherwise, we have
an apprehension that every time the States’ powers are slowly going down. So, they
should have a say when an Institute is in a particular State, the number of
representatives should be equal. When the Chairman is also from the Central
Government and the Minister, and then all the nominees, all the members of the
Board of Governors are mostly from the Central Government or from other Institutes,
the State Governments should also be given the due importance. My main issue is
about the reservation policy to be followed up by the Institute. Thank you very much.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH (Telangana): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | thank you very much
for giving me the opportunity to speak on this Bill. Sir, we support the Bill. This Bill
states that the two existing Institutions shall become the Institutes of National
Importance. Consequently the nomenclature of both the existing Institutions will be
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individually called as National Institute of Food Technology and Entrepreneurship and
Management. Sir, particularly the food processing industry is expecting to expand at
the growth rate of 11.5 per cent in the coming days. India being the third largest
producer of all the food items, there will be more demand for such courses in the
country. Presently, as per the reports, 1,12,633 technical workmen requirement is
there in the food sector. At the lower level also, only about 10,000 trained technical
people are available whereas demand is for more than 1,00,000. If you take into
consideration the unorganized sector, this will cross more than 5,00,000 people. Sir,
in view of this, | request hon. Minister that like other Institutions of National
Importance like [IMs and IITs, it should not just confine only to two Institutes. |
request the hon. Minister to expand it for more Institutions in different parts of the
country. | would like to submit to the hon. Minister that our Telangana Government is
doing a good work in food processing industry, particularly in agriculture sector,
fishery and veterinary sectors. They have brought a lot of reforms. Our production
has also increased in a multilevel. Wherever there is a demand for such institutions, |
request hon. Minister to expand these Institutions and give it to the new areas, new
places of the country. | also totally endorse the opinion whatever the other Members
of Parliament have expressed about the representation of Parliamentarians, two from
Lok Sabha and one from Rajya Sabha, should be there on all the prime Institutions or
Institutions of National Importance. Similarly, a provision should be made in this case
also. The other point is about the reservation policy. It should be implemented and
fee reimbursement or fee concession should be there for SC, ST and OBC and
economically weaker students. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, | thank you for giving
me this opportunity to speak on National Institutes of Technology Entrepreneurship
and Management Bill, 2019. This Bill confers the status of Institutions of National
Importance to the National Institute of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and
Management at Kundli, Haryana and the Indian Institute of Food Processing
Technology at Thanjavur, Tamil Nadu. The object of the Bill, that is, to improve the
research at these two institutions and to take the challenges faced by the
stakeholders in the food technology sector will definitely help the food processing
sector of the country.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, thank you for giving me an opportunity to speak on
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the National Institute of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management Bill,
2019. Sir, this bill confers the status of Institution of National Importance to the
National Institute of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management (NIFTEI\/I)
at Kundli, Haryana, and the Indian Institute of Food Processing Technology (IIFPT)
at Thanjavur, Tamil Nadu.

The objective of the Bill is to improve research at these two institutions and to
tackle the challenges faced by the stakeholders in the food technology sector. It will
definitely help the food processing sector of the country. And as food Processing is a
labour-intensive industry, it will help in providing localized employment opportunities
and thus will reduce the need of migration.

| would first like to highlight some of the problems faced by the food
processing sector at present and how this Bill can address those issues. Firstly, India
is the world's second largest producer of fruits & vegetables after China but hardly 2
per cent of the produce is processed. Secondly, in spite of a large production by our
farmers, the level of processing is low. Approximately 2 per cent of fruits and
vegetables, 8 per cent marine, 35 per cent milk and 6 per cent poultry are processed.
Lack of adequate processable varieties continues to pose a significant challenge to
this sector.

Now, through this legislation, better quality research would be done at the two
institutions which will ultimately help in reducing wastages, increase value addition,
ensure better prices for farmers while ensuring availability of affordable and quality
produce to consumers.

The farming economy of the country cannot progress unless the food
processing technology is advanced and provide better solutions by connecting to the
farm fields and offering high quality processed food in the market. This can then be
even exported to other countries.

| would like to congratulate these two institutions. They have done great work
on food technology so far and have definitely earned the status of the Institutes of
National Importance.

| would request the Central Government to establish an institution of national
importance in Andhra Pradesh also. We have a talented pool of researchers and

highly motivated students who are ready to shoulder responsibility of developing the
food technology sector of the country.

importance to the two institutions. My grievance is with regard to the Board of
Governors, which manages the entire institute. My main grievance is that the farmer
should be included in the Board of Governors.

SHRI M. SHANMUGAM (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | thank you for giving me an opportunity to
speak on the debate on the Working of the Ministry of Jal Shakti. Water is one of the
five components of Pancha Bootham. Water is a very important resource and some
experts have predicted that if at all there is a world war in the future, that would be on
the claim of water resources.

| come from the State of Tamil Nadu and we are a riparian State. Rivers flow
from the West to East and reach the Bay of Bengal. Cauvery is one of the important
rivers in the South and it provides irrigation and drinking water facilities to more than
three States. Cauvery Delta in Tamil Nadu is known as granary of the South and gets
irrigation facilities from the Cauvery river. But unfortunately, due to denying of our
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share of water, we are suffering. Due to shortage of water and to conserve surplus
water, we have demanded for a flood carrier canal linking river Cauvery and Gundar to
divert surplus waters to drought-prone districts. Tamil Nadu Government has agreed
for this and clearance from Central Water Commission is awaited. Under the project,
water from Cauvery which receives heavy flood due to rains in the Western Ghats will
be diverted to the South Vellar and Agniyar rivers. It is proposed to divert the flood
water from Cauvery to deficit basins up to Gundar for the benefit of people in Karur,
Tiruchi, Pudukottai, Sivaganga and Ramanathapuram districts for sustaining drinking
water needs and recharging groundwater. We, on behalf of the DMK Party, urge
upon the Central Government, particularly hon. Jal Shakti Minister to accord technical
clearance and financial support for this project. Since people want change in Tamil
Nadu, with the blessings of our people, Thalapathy Stalin is going to form the
Government in Tamil Nadu after the elections. Our State is a water-deficit State and
we are not getting the quantum of water as awarded by the Cauvery Water Dispute
Tribunal and as modified by the Supreme Court. The Central Government has failed to
play its role and with the result, such a scene is created that one State is fighting
against another State. Actually, if the Central Government adhered to the guidelines
and principles for the riparian States, the problem would not have come.

Regarding the conservation and rejuvenation of rivers, the Ministry of Jal Shakti
is supposed to fulfil and implement the objective of rejuvenation of rivers through
municipal sewage and industrial effluents treatment, river surface cleaning and rural
sanitation. But its activities are far from satisfaction. On the water deficit, nothing
has been done to conserve and rejuvenate the water resources. During monsoon,
we get very good rainfall but, unfortunately, the water is not stored either in water
bodies or re-charged. All the water bodies like lakes, ponds, tanks and canals are in
dry condition and desiltation has not been done for years together. The result is,
water goes down the drain in sea. Earlier, there used to be 40,000 water bodies and
now there are hardly 4,000. Therefore, the Government should allocate specific funds
for desiltation and development of existing water bodies like lakes, ponds and tanks.

The Central Government should come out with an effective scheme for
rejuvenation of peninsular rivers like Vaighai, Palar, Thenpennai, Thamira Bharani etc.

On the areas near sea coast, backwater comes into inland during rainy season
and spoils the fertile land with saline water. Therefore, canals on the sea coast
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should be constructed so that the excess rain water will get collected in the canals
and prevent sea water getting into the inland area.

Similarly, mangrove forest should be encouraged which is environment-friendly
and also prevent sea erosion. During Tsunami time also, the effect and the damage
was much reduced because of mangrove. | would, therefore, urge upon the Minister
to encourage planting of more mangrove plantations and also conserve them so that
it would help them in conservation of the land.

Experts have noted that India is fast moving towards a ground water crisis and
nearly 60 per cent of all districts in the country have issues related to either availability
of ground water or quality of ground water. There is fast ground water depletion. If
you go deep and do the bore well, you get contaminated water with chemical
substance. Therefore, there should be a mechanism to regulate and control the
development of ground water resources of the country, sustainable management of
ground water resources through a strong ground water database and community
participation in the sector. The 15" Finance Commission has also warned about this.

The hon. Minister has announced phase |l of Water Resources Abhiyan under
the flagship programme, water conservation campaign. You have said that 734
districts would be covered; out of this, how many districts in Tamil Nadu would be
covered? Tamil Nadu being a water-deficit State, | would urge the hon. Minister to
pay more attention to the renovation of traditional water bodies and tanks in Tamil
Nadu. Thank you very much, Sir.

In 2021-22, the Ministry of Jal Shakti
received an allocation of Rs.69,053 crores, which is 64 per cent annual increase over
the erstwhile expenditure of 2019-20. Sir, the focus of the increased expenditure is on
drinking water, which is in line with the Government's agenda to provide functional
tap water connections to all the households by 2024. | congratulate the Government
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on behalf of our YSR Congress Party for this as well as for the policy proposals also in
Union Budget 2021-22. The Jal Jeevan Mission will be launched to enable universal
water supply and liquid waste management in urban areas. The Urban Swachh
Bharat Mission 2.0 will be implemented. It will focus on sludge and waste water
management.

Sir, the 15" Finance Commission noted that the COVID-19 pandemic has
highlighted  the importance of drinking water and  sanitation. It
recommended greater emphasis on availability of safe drinking water and
sanitation services to protect human health during infectious disease
outbreaks. Further, it recommended that 60 per cent, that is, Rs. 1,42,084 crores of
the total grants for rural local bodies to be spent on these sectors during 2021-26. |
request the Government to implement this recommendation of the Finance
Commission as it is the need of the hour.

Also, Sir, the-15" Finance Commission noted that the practice of open
defecation is still prevalent despite access to toilets and highlighted that there is a
need to sustain behavioural change of people for using the toilets. | congratulate the
Government for launching the Phase Il of Swachh Bharat Mission Gramin which will
focus on ODF Plus and will be implemented from 2020-21 to 2024-25 with an outlay of
Rs. 1,40.881 crores.

Sir, | am, now, coming to Andhra Pradesh Budget Allocation for Irrigation.
With an ambitious goal to create 34.42 lakh acres of new ayacut in the State by
completing the ongoing major and medium irrigation projects, and to address the
drinking water problems, our hon. Chief Minister, Shri Y.S. Jaganmohan Reddy Garu
Government had in the first Budget in 2019-20 allocated Rs. 13,139.23 crore to the
Water Resources Department. Strategies to be adopted to achieve the goal of 34.42
lakh acres of new ayacut in the State include interlinking of rivers and completion of
the ongoing projects in a time- bound manner.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you Sir, for
giving me this opportunity. Water is a natural resource bestowed to the human kind
by nature. It is one of the very basic needs for the existence of human kind. It is also
fundamental for livelihood, food security and sustainable development. The Ministry of
Jal Shakti consists of two Departments, namely, Department of Water Resources,
River Development and Ganga Rejuvenation; and Department of Drinking Water and
Sanitation. Sir, without wasting any time | would like to draw the attention of the
Minister to Polavaram Irrigation Project. This project was granted the status of
National Project as per the provisions of the A.P. Reorganization Act, 2014. The
Polavaram Irrigation Project is aimed at augmenting the irrigation facilities in the State
of Andhra Pradesh. The project is now in a very low pace of progress. Since the
assumption of office by the new Government, on the pretext of reverse tendering, the
project was halted for some time. After much efforts and great persuasion of the
opposition parties and the public of the State of Andhra Pradesh, the work has
started again. The work is not progressing at the desired speed. All the components
in the Polavaram irrigation project are running behind schedule. Be it spillway,
cofferdams, etc., all are running behind schedule. To one of my questions to the
Ministry, it has been stated that the revised tentative date of completion of the project
is April, 2022. The unnecessary delay has occurred due to the non-serious attitude of
the present State Government and this delay has caused huge escalation of the
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project. Not only this, the Rehabilitation and Resettlement package is minimal and
the State Government is not taking proper steps to give a serious thought over the
project cost, escalation cost, splitting cost, revised estimates and technical
estimation sanctioned. The project-affected people are running from pillar to post to
get adequate compensation. | take this opportunity to urge upon the Government to
expedite the early completion of Polavaram lIrrigation Project and ensure that
adequate compensation to project affected people is provided at the earliest. There
are disputes after bifurcation between the State of Telangana and the State of Andhra
Pradesh. Though Apex Council is constituted under the provisions of AP
Reorganisation Act, the Central Government has to take several steps in order to
check the disputes between Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. As regards sharing of
Krishna waters between fixed time limits, the authorities have to take control and the
Central Government has to pay attention in this regard. Likewise, the interlinking of
Godavari and Krishna rivers has to be completed by the Central Government. Since
the Godavari-Krishna link project is one of the links under Mahanadi-Godavari-
Krishna-Pennar-Cauvery-Gundar link system, under the component, National
Perspective plan, the National Water Development Agency had prepared the FR and
also circulated it to the concerned States in the year 1991 itself. Now, the Central
Government abandoned the project on the ground that the Government of Andhra
Pradesh has implemented the link canal according to its own planning and also stated
that the Central Government has already released Rs. 10,848.36 crores to the
Polavaram Project. But, sanction and release of amount was taken as an excuse for
linking Godavari and Krishna rivers. | urge the concerned Ministry to take up the
water link project of Godavari and Krishna under the National Perspective Plan.

Another thing is that the Ministry of Jal Shakti has notified guidelines for
regulation and control of groundwater extraction in India on 24-09-2020. These
guidelines include mandatory provisions for conducting annual water audit by
industries using more than 100 KLPD of groundwater which is required to reduce their
fresh water consumption by 20 per cent over a period of three years. However, the
water audit is to be carried out by industries using their own funds. | would like to
know from the hon. Minister whether any mechanism has been put in place to ensure
this. Besides this, there are also many other issues.

Due to ever-increasing population, the demand for clean and potable drinking
water is increasing day-by-day. Therefore, it has become very essential to find out
new sources of water and also recharge fast depleting water table. Under these
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circumstances, rainwater harvesting techniques assume much importance. So, |
would like to know from the hon. Minister whether rainwater structures are mandatory
or optional, whether there is any uniform policy at the national level.

With these few submissions, | request the hon. Jal Shakti Minster to ensure
that Polavaram Project is completed in Andhra Pradesh as expeditiously as
possible.Thank you.

Sir, the Department of Drinking Water and Sanitation has mainly two aspects.
One is Jal Jeevan Mission and the other is Swachh Bharat Mission (Grameen) for
sanitation, about which | will talk in detail later. Sir, the recent policy initiatives of this
Ministry have been also to converse or interact with States. So, it is like Centre and
State partnership. The Ministry of Jal Shakti issued an advisory to the States to
ensure availability of safe potable water for all citizens during the lockdown.

Sir, the Water Resources Management Policy has some key features. One is
the enhancement, water for available use, water harvesting, which is very important
and which should be made compulsory for all the households, demand management,
water pricing, targets vs. achievements, irrigation, flood management, conservation
and rejuvenation of rivers. Sir, another important part of this Ministry is relating to
inter-State river water disputes.  Sir, the Inter-State River Water Disputes
(Amendment) Bill, 2019 was introduced in Lok Sabha. This contained mainly a
Disputes Resolution Committee. Under the Bill, when a State puts in a request
regarding a dispute, the Central Government will set up a Disputes Resolution
Committee to resolve the dispute. Secondly, the Central Government will set up
inter-State River Water Dispute Tribunal for the adjudication of water disputes. The
Tribunal can have multiple benches. Sir, another important feature is the timeframe
given under the Act. The Tribunal must give its decision within a period of three
years, which may be extended by another two years. This is very important aspect.
There are a lot of river water disputes between States, especially in the South.

Sir, another important area is groundwater contamination, which is a big issue
in India. Looking at the geogenic contaminants, there are mainly four types of
contaminants, namely, arsenic, fluoride, nitrates and iron. Sir, in India, 21 States
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and 152 Districts are affected due to arsenic. This is as per a report of 2020. Sir,
fluoride affects 23 States and 370 Districts. | come from South Rajasthan, and, my
area, Dungarpur, has also got a lot of fluoride contamination. Nitrate affects 23
States and 423 Districts, and, iron affects 27 States and 341 Districts.

Sir, the 15" Finance Commission noted that the number of water quality
affected habitations may increase as deeper drilling of drinking water sources may
lead to contamination of groundwater. Sir, another important feature is the Swachh
Bharat Mission(Gramin). The cost of construction of individual household toilets has
been increased from Rs. 10,000 to Rs. 12,000. Now, the Government is mainly
focussing on declaring ODF villages as ODF Plus. Sir, ODF Plus is a village which
sustains its Open Defecation Free status. Which can be declared an ODF Plus
village? All households in a village, all schools, anganwadi centres, Panchayat Ghar
have access to a functional and separate toilet for male and female and where all
public places have minimal litter, minimal stagnant water and no plastic waste is
found. This is an important feature, Sir. At least 80 per cent households and all
schools, anganwadis, Panchayat Ghar should have arrangements for managing liquid
waste. The village should have plastic segregation and collection system. These are
some of the main features of an ODF Plus village.

Another important feature of the Ministry is Jal Jeevan Mission. Jal Jeevan
Mission means 'har ghar jal'. Functional household tap connection for every rural
home is its main feature. To improve lives of people in rural areas and enhance the
ease of living, Jal Jeevan Mission was announced by the hon. Prime Minister on 15"
August, 2019, to be implemented in partnership with States to provide tap water.
Total estimated outflow is 3.6 lakh crores. Under the Jal Jeevan Mission, the aim is to
ensure that every family, irrespective of its socio-economic condition has piped water
supply to their home. The principle is no one should be left out. That is a very
important feature. No one should be left out. The poorest of the poor, weaker and
marginalised sections of the society should get this. Under the Jal Jeevan Mission,
the focus is on service delivery rather than metered water supply. For long term water
security and assured water supply to every home, every village is to prepare a Village
Action Plan which is known as VAP. When the scheme was announced, 3.23 crore
families in villages, that is, 17 per cent of the population of India, had tap water
supply. Inthe last 18 months, 2.70 crore more families have been added, bringing the
total to 5.90 crore families and 31 per cent of the population of India. Potable water
supply to quality-affected habitation is a top priority under the Jal Jeevan Mission.
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Another important feature is that the children are affected by the poor water supply.
So, it should be taken care of to provide clean drinking water.

There is also an important feature regarding rivers -- Ganga rejuvenation and
development of ghats. We also have some important things regarding the Ganga,
namely, the Farakka Barrage Project, Dam Rehabilitation Programme, Namami
Gange, including Ganga Plan, River Conservation Plan about which a lot of speakers
before me have spoken. The whole approach of this Ministry is bottoms up. Every
village, every house must get tap water. There are some water sector issues related
to this -- over exploitation of ground water, declining water tables in most parts of
India, sub-optimal use of water, impact of climate change on rainfall, etc.

Another important feature is that we have to improve the end destination of
every sewage waste, liquid or solid waste. There is a need to set up sewage
treatment plants in all villages.

DR. BANDA PRAKASH (Telangana): Sir, thank you very much. The Ministry of Jal
Shakti is responsible for the development and maintenance of efficient water
resources in the country and for coordination of drinking water and sanitation
programme in the rural areas. The main thrust areas of this Ministry are water
resources, river development and Ganga rejuvenation. The second one is drinking
water and sanitation. For Drinking Water, they have allotted only Rs.60,030.45 crores
budget, this is the Budget estimation. For Water Resources and River Development,
they have only put up Rs.9,022.57 crores. The other schemes are there, that is, Atal
Bhujal Yojana, strengthening the institutional framework for the participatory ground
level water management. There is another Scheme: Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee
Yojana (PMKSY) - 'Har Khet ko pani' and Department of Drinking Water and
Sanitation programme also, they are taking it up. |, particularly, wish to bring to the
notice of this House that 52 per cent of unirrigated areas in the country depend upon
the rain water. What is the action programme of the Ministry of Jal Shakti and how
many years will they take to give the irrigation water resources to all agriculture lands
in the country? There is no action, orientation or programme in this Budget. Even for
drinking water also, they have covered only 3.32 crore rural households. Another 30
per cent they have covered and they are saying that by 2024, they would complete
the total programme. In this regard, | wish to bring it to the kind notice of our hon.
Minister. TevITET BT ST 91Rh A dgd TTexI Rear 2l Telangana is also working
particularly on water resources areas. The terrain of Telangana is geographically such

that major rivers like Godavari, Krishna flow deep below the ground level and,
therefore, irrigation is possible only with the multistage lift irrigation scheme. It
requires large capital investment as well as prioritization for operational and
maintenance and power consumption. The lift irrigation is very crucial for
improvement of farmers' income and growth in the agriculture. The Telangana
Government has already taken Kaleshwaram Project which lifts the water from 611
metres height. We successfully completed it within three years. A number of times
our officials from the Irrigation Ministry visited our place and appreciated the Project's
construction. Ministers also appreciate it but we never get any finance from the
Government of India. A number of times, they appreciate us. If you take rewards in
the Jal Shakti Mission or 'Y ©X I T or Water Resources or Mission Kakatiya,
how many appreciations Telangana got, the Government should tell. What is the
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financial assistance which the Government of India extended so far for the particular
projects, that is also very questionable. Wherever the State is working on,
particularly, water; the formation of Telangana is based only on "Neelu, Nidhulu,
Niyamakalu" Based on these three issues only, we have started our Telangana
movement. Now, we are completing the irrigation projects. We request the hon.
Minister to please provide some cushion, to grant some amount to the Kaleshwaram
Project and Palamuru Rangareddy Lift Irrigation Scheme and other lift irrigation
schemes. Actually, in the world history, it is one of the best projects. The
Kaleshwaram Project was completed within three years from the foundation day. |
once again request the hon. Minister to give some thought to the irrigation projects of
Telangana. We have taken another project, that is, Mission Kakatiya. This is a
programme for restoring all the minor irrigation tanks and lakes in Telangana. The
programme helped in rejuvenating 46,531 tanks and lakes storing 265 TMC water
across the State for five years. Sir, a number of times we hear from the Minister's
table. They always support whatever the NITI Aayog says.
